The Rotary theme for the 2006-07
program year is Lead the Way. In
what better way can Rotarians

show their leadership than by teaching,
mentoring and inspiring the youth of our
community. Regina Bette, Director of Vo-
cational Service, shared the many oppor-
tunities available to make a tangible dif-
ference in the life of a young person — all
of which are under the auspices of our
Vocational Service directorate.

Altadena Rotary has a long history of
service to the community. Current activi-
ties include honoring exemplary youth
leaders through our PCC Vocational
Awards, the PCC Veterans Awards, and
the ROTC/Americanism Awards. The club,
through the leadership of Ray Carlson,
participates in the Dewey Merrill Entre-
preneurial Contest. In this program, stu-
dents of Marshall High School gain valu-
able skills in business planning.

Altadena also sponsors and Interact
Club at Pasadena High School. Interact is
a Rotary-affiliated service club for young
people ages 14-18. This program devel-
ops the leadership skills of participating
youth through service projects and fel-
lowship opportunities. The PHS Interact
Club will be offering support to Altadena
Rotary’s project to bring clean drinking
water to a village in Africa.

Through the Rotary Youth Leadership
Awards (RYLA), four youth, sponsored by
the Club, deepen their leadership skills
through an intense training session. Tony
Hill, Ed Jasnow, Craig Cox and others have
been actively involved in this program.

Within Rotary District 5300, additional
programs offer opportunities for mem-
bers to touch the lives of young people.

The Dan Stover Music Contest, named
for an inspiring music instructor and
Rotarian, gives local youth an opportu-

Watching cement cure is kind of boring
but, nonetheless, a very important phase.
This is where we are with the exterior of
the house. Maybe this coming week we’ll
get the final color coat. The master bath
stone work is progressing very well and is
beautiful. I met with Terri, our designer, to
finalize the kitchen cabinet stain and to
discuss exterior trim color. I met with Den-
nis the stair guy to coordinate installing
treads, risers and skirts and learned about
rise and runs and how the rise cannot ex-
ceed 8 inches and the difference between
contiguous risers cannot exceed 3/8 of an
inch. Also, I met with Brian the iron guy
about the handrails, newells and balusters.
What a vocabulary I’m learning!

The kitchen floor got covered with lath
and cement to prep it for the limestone
tiles, which be will be laid in a few weeks
(that curing process again). Coming up
week 18...new hardwood flooring upstairs,
livingroom windows installed, kitchen cabi-
nets stained, master bedroom built-in
dressers and window seat installed and
dining room built-in hutch installed, and
maybe the master bath stone work will
be completed.
