ADirector of Great Kids, Inc., 1500
hildren under the age of three are
killed by their parents in the United States
each year This is equivalent to the num-
ber of children in 75 kindergarten class-
rooms — a number large enough that our
society may want to look at a better way
to nurture parents and their young chil-
dren during the child’s first 5 years of life.
Great Kids, Inc (GKI). promotes a pro-
active approach to educate and support
at risk families so that abuse is prevented
before it happens. This is accomplished
by facilitating communties in developing
programs to identify appropriate families,
providing training resources, developing
educators, and assisting in fundraising.
According to the organization's website
< www.greatkidsinc.org> GKI's method
is being used in more than 600 communi-
ties in 40 states and the District of Colum-
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bia as well as in over 100 communities in 7
Canadian provinces and 10 communities
in 6 Philippines provinces.

According to Dew over 906,000 childen
are affected annually by abuse in the
United States with a cost of over 96 billion

“ Child Ab use could almost Dis appear

dollars (direct and indirect costs). Her be-
lieve is that, by implementing the GKI
method nationwide, 90 percent of these
cases could be prevented, and the cost
would be about 4 billion dollars. Below is
information from their website.

First all-Russian District Chartered

If you read this month’s Rotarian, you
know that on June 17 of this year the first
all-Russian Rotary district was chartered
at the Rotary in Russia confeence in Mos-
COW.

In 1990, when the cold war was in the
process of dissolving, Btary International
chartered the first Russian Rtary club in
history. This year another milestone was
crossed. While several hundred Rotarians
from approximately 20 countries looked

on, the first all-Russian district was char-

tered. The new District 2220 covers the 50
Russian clubs west of the Ural Mountains
(Moscow and St. Petersburg). The clubs
east of the Urals remain in District 5010
with clubs in Alaska and the Canadian

Why not try this new way of helping  Africans fiind a better way of life
and taking care of many of their communities’ needs?

Entrepreneurship education of
youth is increasingly perceived as
the way to stimulate innovation
and entrepreneurship that leads to
job creation everywhere. Junior
Achievement (JA) has been doing
this since 1919, and more than four
million kids are involved each
year. Recent statistics in Euope
show that 20 pecent are oper-
ating their own businesses 10
years after receiving instruction
and minicompany experience.

What If?

What if Rotarians individually
and collectively would apply their
business savvyto teaching African
youth how to start and operate a
business, and then provide some
micro financing for startup capi-
tal? Isrit it conceivable that many
new business ventures could be
formed that will create a lot of
jobs?

As You Know

Africa has enormous natural re-
sources that are currently being
shipped ascommodities to North
America, Europe and Asia. What if
those resources would be pro-
cessed in Africa intofinished goods
that can be sold on world markets?
That valueadded would mean
many new jobs, especially for

women and AIDS orphans, and
more prosperity in Africa.

The Work has Begun

Youth IT, a program for doing
this, has been undeway in Africa
for the past four years, sponsored
by Rotary Clubs in the US and
Canada in collaboration with Ro-
tary Clubs in Uganda, Zimbabwe,
and Zambia. Curently, 200 stu-
dents in Zambia are learning about
1) Information Technology (com-

puters and Internet )
2) Business principles and how to

write a business plan
3) Healthcare sewices for the HIV/

AIDS pandemic

The primary objective is to de-
velop entrepreneurs who will start
businesses that providehealthcare
services, but also to start other
businesses that will creatgobs on
a large scale, eventually The US
Department of State has awarded
$130,000 to this unique program,
but Altadena Rotary Charities (D-
5300) must raise an additional
$90,000 in cash and in-kind ser
vices. Most of this is being raised
through Matching Grants from the
Rotary Foundation. But $20,000is
needed to provide start-up capital
to the best business plans prepared
by the youth and as judged by
Rotarians in Zambia.
